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Biking

Explore the less-well visited parts of the country park with
mountain bikes. Various challenges on the trails and tracks
allow exploration of areas such as Happy Valley and the
Swan Pond, as well as having the opportunity to meet two
large Sitka Spruce trees which are over two hundred years
old, named Adam and Eve! This activity makes excellent use
of the transferrable skills children may have gained during
their Bikeability training in school, but in an off-road
context. Children who do not cycle will be offered an
alternative group activity.
