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Caving

This adventurous activity takes place in the sea caves below
Culzean Castle. They are large caverns which are teeming with
historical links to the smuggling trade, as well as ancient people.
The most challenging aspect for groups taking part in this
session, is making their way along the rocky shoreline, and
returning, around the tides, which requires planning. Coverage
of the Personal Protective Equipment (PPE) is an important
aspect in organising this activity, as the children will be helping
take responsibility for their own, and safety of others.
